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ANSWP’s Bill White to Stay in Jail Pending Transfer to Roanoke

A Chicago judge denied bond for Bill White, who has been in federal custody since last year when he was charged in Chicago for encouraging violence; prosecutors in Roanoke subsequently added similar charges. In late July, the Chicago case, citing freedom of speech protections for White’s actions, was dismissed.  White’s lawyer noted that it is unknown how long it might take federal authorities to bring White back to Roanoke but that it could take several weeks, if not months.

Right-Wing Extremists Broadcasting Racist Tweets

Several right-wing extremist groups and individuals have begun to utilize Twitter, a popular new Internet messaging tool, to broadcast their racist and anti-Semitic views. Twitter users write up to 140 characters of text, called "tweets,” to quickly broadcast short messages to subscribers.  Extremist Twitter activity ranges from prolific topical tweets by the Stormfront creator, who joined in May 2009 and has sent over 1,000 posts to infrequent messages from the National Socialist Movement’s (NSM) leader promoting mainstream media attention.  Other movements of interest employing this technology include Ku Klux Klan, Christian Identity, National Policy Institute, and American Border Patrol.

U.S. Enlists Citizens in Anti-Terrorism Strategy

On July 29, Homeland Security Secretary Janet Napolitano announced a strategy to make ordinary citizens the first line of defense against an increasingly multi-faceted terrorist threat, noting “for too long, we've treated the public as a liability to be protected rather than an asset in our nation's collective security." Outlining a multi-tiered homeland defense strategy based on greater interaction between the private sector, local law enforcement, federal authorities, and international allies, Napolitano also urged a "much broader society response" in which citizens help curb a growing phenomenon of so-called homegrown terrorism.  Emphasizing that ordinary people were often the best sources of information for disrupting terrorist attacks, Napolitano specifically cited the 2007 Fort Dix plot that became known when two men submitted a homemade training video for conversion to DVD to a clerk who notified police.

(OS) Bristol Gang Activity on the Rise
In late May, two teenage girls walked to the hairspray aisle of a local Kroger and set it on fire; Bristol Police have now announced that the arson is believed to be part of an elaborate gang initiation.  According to the criminal complaint, an 18-year-old man who describes himself as the leader of a local “Bloods” faction, met the girls behind the Kroger and presented the 13-year-old with a bandanna signifying her acceptance into his gang shortly after the incident. According to the Bristol Police Department’s gang authority, Bristol has three types of gangs: the nationally recognized hardcore gangs who, for the most part, push drugs and stay under the radar; the knock-off local crews who identify in colors and symbols with national groups, but do not have the requisite ties; and the local street gangs who make up their own colors and creeds without latching onto recognized names.
